Greek Revival building may be the oldest house
remaining in Sacramento. Peter Burnett, first
Governor of California, was an early property
owner, and J. Neely Johnson resided here when
elected governor in 1856. As part of the
inauguration ceremony, a marching band
paraded in front of this house. Supreme Court
Justice David Terry lived here at the time of the
infamous Broderick-Terry duel in 1859. Later
occupants included an Episcopalian minister
who operated a kindergarten there, and a |
prominent druggist whose family lived in the
house for over thirty years. Extensive gardens,
now part of the adjacent park, provided an
impressive setting, The structure is listed in the
National Register of Historic Places. Its
